SCHOOL PARKING
As a school, we understand fully that space for 
adequate parking, particularly on Lilly Hall Road is 
not ideal, but this does not excuse the way that 
some parents and carers are parking their cars.

We’d like to remind parents and carers that 
parking on the zig-zags at the front of school is 
prohibited, even if this is dropping off children for 
breakfast club. This is dangerous as children cross 
at these points and cars can block the line of sight 
from vehicles coming in or out of the school drive 
on the Cliff Hill gate.

We are also aware of double parking on Lilly Hall 
Road when there is adequate space further along 
to park properly. As mentioned, the road is not 
ideal for the number of cars that collect and drop 
children off, but this is something we cannot 
change. However, we can ask that parents and 
carers park in a more responsible manner by 
finding appropriate space further along the road. 

It has been fabulous to see all the children enjoying our Literary Festival this week. All the classes have 

been practising choral speaking and this will culminate in performances at the end of the week, with the 

school winners representing Lilly Hall in the final at the Grammar School building on Friday 27th 

September. Author Paul Cookson and illustrator Liz Million have also been into school (see photos below) 

to work with the children, sign books and promote literacy. Alongside this, on Wednesday 25th, the 

children spent time after school enjoying reading and listening to stories in classrooms and the library.
